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Palliative care includes flea and tick treatments for comfort, pain meds and wound care, even heavy grooming for relief from pests or matting causing skin conditions 
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PROBLEM IS SOLVED IF: Animals have a place to go. Positive results in placing animals powers donations, fundraising, volunteers, staff and persons surrendering animals 
Negative results to minimize costs turn off donors, volunteers, staff and even persons surrendering animals – no money, no workers, many animals = PROBLEM NOT ADDRESSED, shelter closes, and
Requires setting up Animal Control Facilities, and Animal Control Officers pick up and euthanize all animals = FAR GREATER COSTS FOR CITIES AND COUNTIES

Recent random study of bats in St. Louis County showed 6.7% bats tested positive, 

cats more likely to be afflicted first because more likely to be playing with an infected dead critter 
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About 15% of City Animal Control animals are Returned to Owners. we collect the city’s drop-off fee for them, and we do not charge the city for Boarding.  
If 15% or 151 of the 1,004 Franklin County strays get Returned to Owners, (owners pay boarding fees, not County) this would actually equate to $81,130 for 854 animals NOT Returned to Owners.  

We do expect to receive fair compensation based on our fairly-priced rates, which are far below the actual cost of delivering such services.




Underpricing: to make it affordable for the cities and counties, so they do not have to build their own animal control facilities, at a cost of several hundred thousand dollars per city, or $1 million plus for the county, and then support them annually for $100,000 and up.

$4 Champaign County dogs, 
$6 Jeff Co dogs and cats, 
$20/50 Boone Co dogs depending on altered status 

Cost of strays is borne by those who have pets 

Nationally, households: 37.2% own dogs, and 32.4% own cats, averaging 1.7 dogs and 2.2 cats per pet household.
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Our citizens donate to us to try to keep our doors open, but donations do not begin to cover our costs.  Many believe that they should not have to do what the cities and counties should be doing – paying and dropping off animals.

Many counties have their own shelters.
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
